Children will think about
how the world has changed
over time. They will do
research into different kinds
of dinosaurs and think
about how the Earth is
different now.

Children will also think
about how school has
changed over time.

Children will investigate the
natural world in the school
grounds. They will study
plants, including trees,
minibeasts and pondlife.
Children will learn about what
they can do to look after their
world.

They will also learn about
farms.

Children will hear traditional
tales, learn the refrains and
then compare the stories
with alternative versions.
They will create their own
stories about dragons,
knights, fairies, princesses
and giants and tell them to
others.

Children will also look at
castles and build their own.
