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Our site is completely locked-down during the
school day between 08:45 and 15:15.

Our gates close at 08:45 so that registration can take place ready for core
lessons to start at 09:00.

Our before-school and after-school Care Club provides quality childcare
between 07:30-08:45 and 15:15-18:00. Care Club is based in a suite of
dedicated playrooms and also outreaches into other areas within school.
Care Club also takes advantage of the outdoor play spaces in our school
grounds.

Care Club is a popular facility and we recommend that families register
interest as early as possible. 

Our school day finishes at 15:15 when, once again,
our gates will be open for ten minutes to allow

parents on-site to collect their children. Our gates
close promptly at 15:25 to enable after school clubs

and Care Club to move around the secure site.
